       Mundane Happenings With Monumental Consequences 
 

 This being a presidential election year and primaries taking place, this 
is a good time for a Lincoln story I heard for the first time in a lecture about 
Lincoln at a Road Scholar (Elderhostel) event. Telling the story was Randall 
Buchman, U.S. history professor emeritus of Defiance College in Ohio. Two 
persons figure prominently in the story:  Henry Ward Beecher, a famous 19th 
century prince of the pulpit, and Abraham Lincoln, our 16th President. 
 

 Iôll begin the story with Beecher.  Upon graduating from Lane 
Theological Seminary in Cincinnati, he became pastor of First Presbyterian 
Church in Lawrenceburg, Indiana; then, two years later, pastor of 2nd Presbyterian Church in 
Indianapolis.  He was very eloquent in the pulpit and the congregation grew. Beecherôs fame spread.  When 
Plymouth Church (Congregational) was founded in Brooklyn in 1847, Beecher was invited to become their 
first pastor.  Two years later fire badly damaged the church, and a new red brick sanctuary seating 2,800 
was quickly constructed.  That the new sanctuary was that large is witness to the growing reputation of 
Henry Ward Beecher. 
 

 Beecher was strongly anti-slavery and invited leaders in the anti-slavery movement to lecture at 
Plymouth Church.  Among the guest speakers were William Lloyd Garrison, Sojourner Truth, Wendell 
Phillips, and Frederick Douglas.   To make the horrors of slavery real for his New York congregation, 
Beecher staged ñmock slave auctionsò in the church.  With actual slaves in the chancel, he urged members 
of the congregation to purchase their freedom. 
 

 Having been a pastor in Indiana, Henry Ward Beecher had heard Abraham Lincoln speak and knew 
of his rising fame in the Midwest.  At Beecherôs recommendation, Plymouth Church invited Lincoln to come 
as a guest lecturer.  At that time, Lincoln was still unknown on the East Coast.  Lincoln accepted the 
invitation for at least two reasons.  One, he was considering a run for the Presidency of the U.S. and needed 
political exposure in the East.  Two, his son Robert was attending Phillips Exeter Academy in New 
Hampshire, and the trip would give Lincoln an opportunity to visit him.  Lincolnôs speaking fee included a 
$200 honorarium, a round trip train ticket from Illinois to New York, and a round trip ticket from New York to 
New Hampshire. 
 

 Lincoln carefully prepared for the lecture he was scheduled to give at Plymouth Church in 
Brooklyn.  However, a week before his speaking date, the plaster ceiling in the Plymouth Church lecture hall 
crashed to the floor, and a new location had to be found for the lecture.  The Young Menôs Republican Club 
of New York helped make arrangements for Lincoln to speak at Cooper Union in Manhattan.  Thus its 
happened that Lincoln had to re-write the speech he had prepared to deliver at a Brooklyn church into an 
address for the Republican elite of New York.  Because of the prestige of lectures at Cooper Union, reporters 
covering the New York City news beat for eastern seaboard newspapers attended. 
 

 Lincolnôs speech at Cooper Union got heavy coverage. Many newspapers printed the address in full, 
and it became an important Republican campaign document in 1860.  In the days following the Cooper 
Union address, Lincoln made a number of campaign appearances in the East.  Large  enthusiastic crowds 
gathered to see and hear him. His Cooper Union address figured prominently in his receiving the Republican 
nomination for the Presidency when the Republican convention met in Chicago. The Cooper Union address 
also played a major role in Lincolnôs being elected President of the United States in 1860. 
 

 This important event in our national history invites questions.  What would have happened if the 
plaster ceiling at Plymouth Church had not fallen?  Would Lincoln have become President of the United 
States?  He wouldnôt have given an address at Cooper Union.  He wouldnôt have had the extensive press 
coverage his Cooper Union address received.  It is doubtful that he would have received the Republican 
nomination for the presidency.  If Lincoln had not been elected President of the United States, would we now 
be one nation or two?   Perhaps the whole history of our nation would be different if the plaster from the 
lecture hall ceiling at Plymouth Church in Brooklyn had not fallen. Mundane happenings sometimes have 
monumental consequences.

Her first job was at Reid Memorial Hospital in 1962. After more schooling she started teaching at 
Miami University in 1971.  She specialized in Med-Surg Geriatric Nursing. She taught here for 35 
years and served as Department Chair; retiring in 2006. Eugenia has served on the Board of 
Trustees at FFC and Quaker Heights Care Community (QHCC) in Waynesville, Ohio. 

Her retirement hobby is nature photography. I was privileged to see some of her works and they 
were beautiful. She has some pictures on post cards at Lake Hope State Park in Ohio. Her 
photos decorate the new rehab unit at Q.H.C.C where she was President (Clerk), on the Board of 
Trustees and Chairperson of the Clinical Excellence Committee. She belongs to the Ohio Nurses 
Association and is a member of Sigma Theta Tau International which is the Nursing Honor 
Society.
